West Newton & Rathlin Energy — LB and Clerk had attended the last liaison meeting the previous
week and updated the Councillors. Concerns were raised about the protestors already in situ when
no work by Rathlin has started. Landowners have gated their premises, so protestors are currently
on the verge. Clerk to contact ERYC about the protestors.

BT phone box adoption — Clerk updated the Councillors about the defibrillator and funding.
Flinton land sale — as not all the Councillors were present it was agreed to c/f this item.

Clerk salary review — the clerk left the meeting whilst this was discussed. It was RESOLVED that
the clerk’s salary be increased to £175 / quarter.
